The Board of Directors of the St. Ansgar Community School District met in regular session in the High School Media Center at 5:30 P.M.
Present: Directors Steve Groth, Will Morrow, Lindsey Falk, Kyle Tabbert, Matt Foster, and Lowana Hannam. Superintendent Tony Hiatt.  Board Secretary Emily Johnson-Woods. Principal Osgood. Principal Urich. 3 guests were present. 
Absent: Director Brown.

The meeting was called to order by President Groth. Foster moved, duly 2nd by Morrow, to approve the agenda with the additional bills that were handed out.  Ayes-Morrow, Tabbert, Falk, Foster, Hannam, and Groth.  Nays-None.
Drew Clevenger spoke in the public comments asking the board when hiring new teachers to consider teacher applicants who are certified and willing to coach and sponsor activities of all kinds. 
Drew Clevenger also spoke about adding a potential area to showcase our accomplishments and consider new areas and ways to celebrate the success of our students, such as updating trophy cases or creating areas to display the arts and athletics accomplishments.  
Jordan Reindl was in attendance to address the board during public comments about a potential issues with JR High Athletics and split season. The TIC, NCC, and Upper IA conferences have aligned their split seasons. This causes schedule issues as it will greatly limit game opportunities for full season schools. Mr. Urich and Mr. Reindl are exploring all options to give our student athletes the best opportunities. They will take travel distance, student participation, and scheduling into consideration before making the decision by December 15, 2025, for the 26-27 middle school wrestling and basketball season, as that is when scheduling occurs for the conference. 
There were two written communication. The first one was from the Storm Protection fund which was a Quarter 1 updated. The second written communication was the final election results for the November 2025 election.

Superintendent Hiatt updated the board on how he will make decisions on delaying or cancelling school. 

Superintendent Hiatt updated the board on the Day on the Hill event coming on January 26, 2026 and the current legislative actions that are being talked about. 

Superintendent Hiatt thanked the Worth County Development Authorities for the gracious contribution of $200,000 towards our industrial tech and ag classroom spaces, and athletic performance center.  

Superintendent Hiatt thanked the Coaches and Sponsors for the fall activities. He congratulated all the teams and their success. 
Superintendent Hiatt updated the board on the 2026-2027 Calendar progress. The team has been meeting and working on state requirements and non-negotiables. 

Superintendent Hiatt made the board aware of an offer for land purchase. 
Superintendent Hiatt talked to the board about the consideration of Panel Donation from One Energy.

Superintendent Hiatt let the board know that the January 2026 meeting will be on January 12, 2026 at 5:30 P.M. 

Director Falk commented on seeing the Board have more of a presence in the school. Not just at meeting nights, but going into the classroom and seeing the school at work during the day. 

Director Falk commented on the south facing decals on the elementary and the middle school entrance ones. They face the sun and get the bleach and he would like to see about getting them replaced and updated. 

Director Falk commented on the hiring process that Mr. Clevenger brought up during public comments. He was wondering how we can attract and retain teachers interested in both teaching and supporting all school activities. 
Director Falk commented on making the schools flow together and getting trophy cases to have the schools flow together and show accomplishments across the gyms.

Morrow moved, duly 2nd by Foster, to approve moving the March 2026 meeting from the 2nd Monday to the third Monday which would be March 16, 2026 because of Spring Break. Ayes- Groth, Morrow, Tabbert, Falk, Foster, and Hannam. Nays-None.
