The Board of Directors of the St. Ansgar Community School District met in regular session in the High School Media Center at 5:31 P.M.
Present: Directors Steve Groth, Will Morrow, Kyle Tabbert, Lindsey Falk, Matt Foster, Tony Brown, and Lowana Hannam. Superintendent Michael Crozier. Business Manager/Board Secretary Emily Johnson-Woods. Principal Lynn Baldus. Principal Josh Culberson. 24 guests were present. 
Absent: None.
The meeting was called to order by President Groth.  Falk moved, duly 2nd by Brown, to approve the agenda with the deletion of #2 School Boundary Correction. Ayes-Morrow, Tabbert, Falk, Brown, Foster, Hannam, and Groth.  Nays-None.
Barry Kittleson, HS Wrestling Head Coach, spoke to the board about the split season and how the split season benefits the wrestling program. He would like to see the option continue as it has helped his program build through this option. It gives athletes a chance to try both sports and decide which one they want to continue to do. Wrestling has 14 people starting on their team, which is more than Basketball and Football, so it is important to have athletes explore options. 
Katie Hall talked to the board in support of the split season. She has four kids in the district and they are a wrestling family now because of the split season. She has a daughter wrestling this year and this is a great opportunity for both girls and boys to do both sports and figure out what they want to do once they get into high school.
Aaron Peterson spoke to the board in support of the split season. He would like to see it continue as he saw the benefit personally. His son found a sport that he loved due to the split season. He continued it through High School and Aaron felt that he would not have done wrestling if he hadn’t been able to try it through that option. 

There was one written communication from Tyler Johanns. His son participates in the split season but was in favor of going away from the split season.

There were no fundraisers to approve. 
Morrow moved, duly 2nd by Brown, to approve resolution for the request to the School Budget Review Committee (SBRC) for Modified Supplemental Amount and Supplemental Aid for the 2023-2024 Dropout Prevention in the amount of $143,340 for expenditures necessary to implement the 2023-2024 at risk and dropout prevention program plans as approved by the St. Ansgar CSD school board. Ayes-Falk, Brown, Foster, Hannam, Groth, Morrow, and Tabbert. Nays-None.

The school district boundary corrections were deleted. 
Foster moved, duly 2nd by Hannam, to approve the land purchase agreement. Ayes-Brown, Foster, Hannam, Groth, Morrow, and Tabbert. Abstained: Falk. 
Morrow moved, duly 2nd by Brown, to approve the review of the 500-502.2 policies. Ayes-Foster, Hannam, Groth, Morrow, Tabbert, Falk, and Brown. Nays-None.
Morrow moved, duly 2nd by Falk, to approve the second reading of policy change for 705.1. Ayes- Hannam, Groth, Morrow, Tabbert, Falk, Brown, and Foster. Nays-None. 
The Board discussed the options of what ending the split season would mean and what keeping the split season would look like. They discussed the challenges that arise with the split season option vs going full season. The motion was tabled until further information can be gathered to make a more informed decision.
Morrow moved, duly 2nd by Tabbert, to set a Public Hearing for the 2023-2024 Calendar for February 13, 2023 in the MS/HS Media Center at 5:30 P.M. The hearing will be posted in the Enterprise Journal. Ayes-Morrow, Tabbert, Falk, Brown, Foster, Hannam, and Groth. Nays-None. 
The Board discussed the Solar Project. They would like to move forward with this project. 
The meeting adjourned at 6:44 P.M.
